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Community Funds for Basic Needs: 
2012 Guidelines and Application Instructions
The Connecticut Community Foundation seeks applications from nonprofit agencies to provide services to needy residents, utilizing income from several funds established here at the Foundation for this purpose.   Any 501(c)(3) or 501(c)(4) nonprofit organization or public agency that directly serves the elderly or poor as a primary part of its mission/work is eligible.  
Application to these funds in response to this RFP does not preclude an organization from also applying for a grant from the Foundation's unrestricted funds for a different project.  However, only ONE APPLICATION PER AGENCY to the Basic Needs Funds will be considered each year.
Grant requests/awards may range from $100 to $3,000 in size. 
Funds and Purposes: 

Wolcott B. and Iris K. Jones Fund - To provide basic services to indigent residents in any community in the Foundation’s twenty-one  town service area.  
George Panneton Fund - To provide shelter, support and care for poor or aged residents of Waterbury.   
Gertrude Traurig Fund - To support community programs which serve the poor and disadvantaged in any community in the Foundation’s twenty one town service area. 
Fannie B. Wheeler Fund - To support programs in the Greater Waterbury area that serve elderly, indigent women.  

Greater Waterbury Board of Realtors - To support programs that address issues of homelessness. 
Guidelines:

· Funding is limited to programs or projects serving poor residents with geographic restrictions as outlined for each individual fund.  
· Budgeted items may include, but are not limited to personnel costs, food, supplies, and equipment.

Application:

· One original and one copy of the proposal summary sheet / application / budget. 
· One copy of the organization's 501(c)(3), 501(c)(4), or public status statement and one copy of estimates for capital expenses, if applicable.
